Basic Qualifications

This is a list of qualifications to look for in Arts in Education Chairpersons.  While these qualifications are certainly not all necessary, they are definitely helpful for a successful year dealing with the big event “Reflections”.  This guide is written with all levels of chairpersons in mind and therefore some of the recommended qualifications can be dispensed with at levels where awards ceremonies are not held.

1. Organized

2. Good communicator especially written

3. Basic computer skills
a. Email

b. Email attachments such as MS Excel & MS Word

c. Basic knowledge of MS Word

d. Basic knowledge of MS Excel, however intermediate to advanced would be useful from council level on up.

4. Ability to get help with receiving Reflections entries and awards events

5. Ability to network and arrange for judges and, if chosen to do so, judging events.

6. Ability to make timely arrangements and secure facilities for receiving Reflections entries and awards events.
7. Ability to assign tasks and direct people

8. Ability to seek out information when not provided

9. Compassionate attitude for those how may get upset and the ability to remember that we are all just volunteers and sometimes you get what you pay for.

10. Ability to show appreciation for all of the work kids have done even though it means more work for you.
