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Overview

Christian Community Action (CCA) was founded February 22, 1973, by a small group of Christians who had formed to study the Bible. The group felt strongly enough about what the Bible teaches that they decided to discontinue meetings and turn to action. They resolved to organize a continuing community effort to live out the mandate of Jesus Christ to care for “the least of the brethren.”

Despite the affluent population, there is a great deal of poverty in Denton County. There are many faces of poverty, but a typical poor family consists of a single mother with two or three children. First attempts by the group to assist the poor involved soliciting donated goods from the churches and the community. The flow of goods included clothing, furniture and housewares but very little money. Early efforts to assist showed that while these goods were needed, the greatest need was for money: to prevent evictions by paying rent, utilities and medical bills, and for food.

The question was how to get actual cash. The decision was made to establish a resale store to sell the goods and use the proceeds to pay these expenses for the poor. This method has proven very successful.  It allows CCA to fund a large food pantry in addition to providing financial assistance for the families. 

Food distribution is just one of CCA’s many services and programs for poor families. Additional assistance is given in the areas of healthcare, prescriptions, childcare, training, job search, housing, mentoring and spiritual wellness. Seasonal Programs include providing children with clothing and school supplies to start the new school year; nutritious lunches during the summer months for latchkey children; holiday meal baskets; and Christmas toys and gifts.

Christian Community Action’s philosophy has been to effect positive changes in people’s lives. The ministry has grown and changed over the past 35 years to more effectively meet the needs of poor families in our community.
